Course Description and Goals

The goal of this course is to build upon ENGL 1101 and enable students to articulate their thoughts about popular literature in academic composition.  Students should be able to write clear, concise, and organized essays in order to engage the texts.  In addition, students will “experience public presentation and public reaction to finished work.”

*Please note that I do not accept emailed work.  All work turned in must be hard copy, which means on paper, double-spaced, 12 pt. Times New Roman font, with 1-inch margins.

Attendance and Participation

The participation grade will be based on attending class, being prepared for class, and completing in-class assignments.  In order to be prepared, please read all texts assigned, bring a physical copy of the texts discussed in class, and participate in class discussion.  If the class is not prepared, the class may expect to have pop quizzes.  Each student is allowed three absences without having his or her grade affected by these absences.  After three absences, a student will have one letter grade deducted (from the final grade for the class) for each additional absence.  Please do not offer excuses; all absences are unexcused, so choose your absences wisely.  Please also remember that you will lose participation points for all absences, and these points cannot be made up.  It would be wise not to miss any of the revision days, for you will receive detailed feedback on your essay that could greatly help you revise your paper.

Etiquette

Please silence cell phones before class beings.  At any point during class, if you are texting, surfing the internet, chatting, playing games, or doing anything that is not related to class work or discussion, you will receive a 0% participation grade for the day and may be counted as absent.  You may even be asked to leave class.  This absence would count towards your total number of allowed absences and affect your grade.

Tardiness

Please do not come to class late.  We all like our sleep and sometimes it’s hard to leave our residences in the morning, but if I have to be on time to class, so do you.  Anyone who is late to class more than 10 minutes will be counted absent for the day.  If you come to class late but within the first 10 minutes, it is your responsibility to make sure I counted you present but tardy, but AFTER class.  Please do not disrupt class to ask if you were counted present.

Peer Review and Drafts

Throughout the semester, you will be required to read and comment on your classmates’ essays.  Please take your classmates’ drafts seriously and comment on them as adults with constructive criticism.  Please also remember to keep your audience in mind.  Any time we have a peer review, you are required to bring a hard copy of your paper to class; failure to do so will result in an absence for the day.

Assignments and Paper Submissions

Please turn in all papers typed, double-spaced, with 12-point Times New Roman font at the beginning of the class period.  Any drafts turned in after the first 10 minutes of class will be considered late.  Late paper will be taken off half a letter grade per day late.  A paper will be penalized half a letter grade (each) if it is short in any of the following ways: 1) the paper does not end at least halfway down on the minimum page length (which means for a 5-6 page paper, the paper should come down at least halfway on the fifth page), 2) the paper does not use 12-point Times New Roman font, 3) the paper has margins larger than 1 inch on any side, 4) the paper uses extra spaces in between the paragraphs.  Please keep in mind that I own a ruler and can measure the pages, but I shouldn’t have to.  It is your responsibility to change the layout of your paper on MS Word or whatever software you are using to type your papers; ignorance is not an excuse for lack of paper length.  Any of these page requirement failures will result in half a letter grade penalty each.

Please note that I will only accept hard copies of any and all assignments.  I do not accept email attachments.

In-class assignments will be turned in the day they are due.  Please remember to put your name at the top of your paper.  In-class assignments are the only handwritten assignments I will accept; please try to write clearly enough for me to read what you have written.

MLA

All papers should be submitted in MLA format.

Revisions

For two of the three papers, you must turn in a revision within seven calendar days after your paper is returned to you.  These revised papers must reflect significant effort and change in order to receive a better grade; revision does not guarantee a better grade.  Your revision grade will replace your original grade.  You are required to turn in two revisions, but you may do all three if you would like.  Failure to turn in at least two revised papers will result in a third of a letter grade deducted from your final grade in the class.

Academic Dishonesty

Plagiarism is serious offense and will not be tolerated.  Do not do it.  The Honor Code defines plagiarism as “presenting as one’s own work the words or ideas of an author or fellow student.  Students should document quotes through quotation marks and footnotes or other accepted citation methods.  Ignorance of these rules concerning plagiarism is not an excuse.  When in doubt, students should seek clarification from the professor who made the assignment.”  If you are concerned or confused about citations, please see me or visit the Writing Center for help.  Any student who willfully plagiarizes will fail the assignment and possibly the course.  Students must submit each paper to TurnItIn.com, which will help the professor avoid questions of plagiarism.
