Required Materials:

Pen and paper; a hard copy of the text being discussed during class time; a single-subject notebook to be used as a journal; an effective means of backing up Word documents.  

Course Objectives:  The undergraduate course catalog describes English 1102 as "a composition course that develops writing skills beyond the levels of proficiency required by ENGL 1101, emphasizes interpretation and evaluation of texts, and incorporates a variety of more advanced research methods." 
Topics (as described by our course’s Academic Assessment page): 
· Basic introductions to various types of literature, including poetry, drama, and prose fiction;
· Strategies for college-level writing about literary texts, including vocabulary, grammar, style, purpose and audience;

· Revision;

· Basic research methods for college-level work;

· Analysis of texts orally (class discussion) and in writing.

All students, regardless of their degree program, must pass English 1102 in order to fulfill the Area A1, Essential Skills, requirement in the Core Curriculum.

Participation (In-Class Work): Your participation grade will be based on attending class, being prepared for class, discussion, and completing in-class assignments. With few exceptions, there will be an in-class assignment (written or discussion) each class period.  
Discussion Groups: The class will be divided into six groups and on a prescribed day once during the semester, each group will be responsible for leading the class in a discussion over an assigned piece of literature from our anthology Making Literature Matter. Although this is a relatively informal assignment, creativity is encouraged. As part of your grade:  a reflective response to your experience is due the class period after your presentation.
Formal Papers must be formatted according to MLA style as each assignment dictates and adhere to the following guidelines:
· 12-point Times New Roman (or similar) font

· Double-Spacing

· 1-inch margins

If your paper does not extend at least three-fourths the way down the minimum page requirement, I will deduct one third of a letter-grade (3 points) for that page and every previous page that follows suit. Note: detailed assignment sheets will be handed out for each formal paper. 

Journals: You will be required to keep a journal for this course in which you will reflect, respond, and write about the literature we read. Entries may be assigned during class time as responses to specific prompts or they may be written on your own time in response to our readings. Specific directions will be given. Journals will be collected periodically to be read, checked, and graded. To receive full credit, date each entry.  

Portfolios: At the end of the semester you will turn in a portfolio comprised of the following items:

· A graded copy of the first three major written assignments
· A one-page reflective response to all four major assignments (including 
the final literary research paper)

· Your two graded revision(s)

· Final class reflection in the form of a letter
Policies & Procedures:

Attendance: You are allowed a total of four absences for any reason.  After that, each absence will lower your participation grade by 10%.  If you know you are going to miss class, you may (but are not required to) e-mail me. Realize that you may fail the course entirely if you miss more than eight classes.

Religious Observance Policy: Students are permitted to miss class in observance of religious holidays and other activities observed by a religious group of which the student is a member without academic penalty. Exercising of one's rights under this policy is subject to the GC Honor Code. Students who miss class in observance of a religious holiday or event are required to make up the coursework missed as a result from the absence. The nature of the make-up assignments and the deadline for completion of such assignments are at the sole discretion of the instructor. Failure to follow the prescribed procedures voids all student rights under this policy.
Tardiness:  Because we are only together for 50 minutes per class period tardiness is not accepted.  Except in cases of extreme emergency, if you are more than ten minutes late, you may be counted absent for the day.  
Late Work: On the assigned due date, formal assignments are to be turned in—typed, double-spaced, and stapled/paper clipped (review qualifications for formal papers) at the beginning of class.  Except in rare cases of emergency, late work will incur a grade deduction of 5 points per class day.

Revision: You must revise two of the first three major assignments. Resubmit your essay within seven calendar days after it is returned to you (or at a date established by me). Your revision should reflect significant effort and change. 
The grade you receive on your revision will never be lower than the original, although it may not be higher. The final grade for your essay will be an average of the original grade and the revision grade, so be sure to take the assignments seriously when you first turn them in. 
Academic Dishonesty:  The integrity of students and their written and oral work is a critical component of the academic process. All written work submitted in this course will be individual work unless otherwise instructed. The submission of another's work as one's own is plagiarism and will be dealt with using the procedures explained online at: http://www.gcsu.edu/studentlife/handbook/code.htm. Remember that allowing another student to copy one’s own work is considered cheating. Familiarize yourself with the Honor Code. As plagiarism is not tolerated at Georgia College, any student found guilty of willful plagiarism will automatically fail the course. Remember, all formal papers will be submitted to TurnItIn.
TurnItIn is technology used to prevent plagiarism. Students have the option of submitting papers online through TurnItIn or allowing the instructor to submit hard copies of these papers. The papers may be retained by the service for the sole purpose of checking for plagiarized content in future student submissions.

Writing Center:  The GCSU Writing Center is a free service available to all members of the university community. Consultants assist writers in the writing process, from conception and organization of compositions to revision to documentation of research. Located in Lanier Hall 209, the Center is open Monday through Friday. While no extra credit will be offered, you are encouraged to visit regularly.
