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Course Description
 The undergraduate course catalog describes English 1102 as a course which “builds on the fundamental writing strategies introduced to students in Composition 1101 by focusing on the academic rather than the personal essay and includes a literature component. The course gives students opportunities to practice the strategies and methods of effective academic writing and provides for practice in standard grammar and punctuation usage. The course includes researched essays.”

We will cover the following topics as we explore the course themes of society, conformity, race and equality:

· Basic introductions to multiple genres of literature including poetry, drama, fiction, and creative nonfiction.
· Strategies for college-level writing about literary texts, including vocabulary, grammar, style, purpose and audience

· Revision

· Basic research methods for college-level work

· Analysis of texts in class discussions and in writing.

Learning Outcomes

As a result of taking ENGL 1102, students will be able:
*to reinforce the processes involved in creating meaningful, clear, and effective writing, including continual practice in brainstorming, prewriting, drafting, revising, and focusing for length and purpose.
* To reinforce the principles and strategies of argumentation and analysis acquired in ENGL 1101;
* To write organized, clear, and purposeful prose that meets conventional standards of correctness. 
* To understand complexities of culture in order to write or speak about them;
* To create forceful and effective written argument in the academic environment;
* To reinforce principles of academic research and how to synthesize research in writing so that the insights and documentation are logical and clear;
* To gain insight into various ways of interpreting texts and presenting insights about them orally and in writing.
* To experience public presentation and public reaction to finished work.
* To achieve strong organization, sharp focus, effective specifics, meaningful detail, and clear purpose in the academic essay.

· Papers should follow MLA format. Examples and information on MLA can be found in A Pocket Style Manual. 
· Essays must be word processed, double-spaced, and have standard 1” margins on the right and left sides, top, and bottom of the page.
· The font used for your final drafts should be 12-point Times New Roman font.
· Pages must be numbered with your last name and page number in the upper right-hand corner.
· Your essays must have an engaging title, but please don’t include a separate title page with your papers (See example of proper formatting)

Informal Writing

Over the course of the semester you will be asked to write 5, 2 page reading response papers. These must be typed, doubled-spaced and show considerable thought and insight. However, as informal papers, I will not require outside sources or MLA format, though standard English grammar rules will be expected. 
Classroom Etiquette
The classroom is a place for learning, and learning requires a respectful and appropriate environment. Therefore, students are expected to adhere to the following rules:
· As soon as class begins, students must log off Facebook, chat, email, Twitter, and the Internet. For the remainder of the class, students may not access any of these sites unless doing so is part of a required class activity.  If I see you breaking this rule, I will ask you to leave the class, and you will be counted absent for the day.  This will significantly affect your participation grade.
· Students must turn off their phones and put them away at the beginning of each class session; phones should not be visible during class time. Likewise, I-Pods, MP3 players, and similar devices may not be used during class unless the instructor has specifically incorporated them into a class activity.
· Students should not talk with their neighbors while another person is talking.  Ample time for discussion will be allotted in this class, but when the instructor or a fellow student has the floor, that person should be given everyone’s undivided attention. 
· Students may not come to class habitually late.  Work and other activities should be scheduled around courses, not the other way around.
· Students may not leave class before they have been dismissed, so do not start packing up before I do so. I will do my best to be prompt and to be respectful of your other classes and commitments.
· Class discussion must be respectful.  That is, whenever students speak, they should be considerate of other students’ feelings, use appropriate language, and make their points without being combative or confrontational. Listen to one another, ask questions, and explain disagreements without attacking others. As well, students should not use discriminatory language regarding their fellow students’ gender, sexual orientation, race, color, religion, national origin, age, or anything else.  
Expectations
These expectations are intended to clarify for you what I expect from all of us to be successful in this class.  Please remember that by staying in this course you're agreeing to these expectations. 
1. Attend class regularly.

2. Keep up with ALL the reading and reading response assignments.

3. Take the informal writing assignments we do seriously.

4. Understand exactly what the assignments are asking you to do.  If you’re confused, ask me for clarification.  It’s my job to be clear on what I expect you to do.

5. Turn in all work on time.

6. Welcome uncertainty and ambiguity.  Write to find out and to think something through.  
7. See revision as an opportunity for new learning.  This is more than fixing grammatical errors. Especially for essays in which allow revision, you will need to reexamine your initial ideas, take a look at new evidence, collect more information, and analyze the structure of your thinking.    

Attendance Policy
Attendance in this class is mandatory.  If you have 5 absences, for any reason (excused or unexcused), you will automatically fail the class. Save absences for true emergencies. I realize sickness or other unavoidable events can prevent you from attending class; should you need to miss class, please be sure to contact me, preferably beforehand, to discuss what might be done to assist you with completing missing work.  However, I would hope that such absences would not occur more than a couple of times this semester
 
Class time will be devoted to actively building writing skills by writing and revising, as well as discussing and critiquing your own writing and the writing of others. Such activities simply cannot be “made up” satisfactorily by getting the notes from a peer or by meeting with me.

Additionally, if you break course etiquette, say for instance, by texting during class or coming to class without being prepared, say by failing to do the reading, I will ask you to leave the class for the day and you will be counted absent.  You lose participation points with each absence, up to one letter grade before you fail the class.

Academic Honesty 
The integrity of students and their written and oral work is a critical component of the academic process. The Honor Code defines plagiarism as "presenting as one's own work the words or ideas of an author or fellow student. Students should document quotes through quotation marks and accepted citation methods. Ignorance of these rules concerning plagiarism is not an excuse. When in doubt, students should seek clarification from the professor who made the assignment." The submission of another's work as one's own is plagiarism and will be dealt with using the procedures outlined in the Undergraduate Catalog. Allowing another student to copy one’s own work is considered cheating; and submitting the same paper in two classes (recycling or double-dipping) is dishonest. As plagiarism is not tolerated at GCSU, any student found guilty of substantial, willful plagiarism or dishonesty will fail the assignment and the course.  If you are tempted to plagiarize or unsure about how to use sources fairly and appropriately, please see me BEFORE an assignment is due so I can help you.
Late Work
All work must be handed in when I request it in class.   I will not accept late work.  If you miss a due date you will automatically receive zero points on an assignment, unless you have made previous arrangements with me at least 48 hours before an assignment is due because you are having trouble meeting a deadline.  I will not accept work handed in via my department mailbox or e-mail.  Work must be turned in via hardcopy only.   Failing to submit an assignment that is worth 15% or more of the course grade on its due date, unless an extension has been approved by me, will result in automatic failure of the course.
